Families Needing Sponsors

1. Herod Bien-Aime – Born 23 March 1996.  Lives with Mom and Grandma.

Herold lives with his mom Franswas who is 44 and his grandma Rejan who is 63.  Herod’s dad is dead.  He has one older sister that stays in Port au Prince.  He attends the Petite Anse Church of Christ.  He lives with Rodine, his 5 year old sister and Kaless his 10 year old brother.  They live in the swamp out by the end of the bay and as one can see from the middle picture, they don’t live well.  Their rent is $50US/year.  That’s cheap even for Haiti.  

In September of 2010, Rejan and Franswas were given $1000H to start a bread selling business.  They had successfully sold bread before that when their rent was due, so we knew it was something they were capable of.  They raised $200H for their rent after they were given $200H (½ ) by LOHJ.  

As of this writing (November 1, 2010), the business is going well and they are on the road to self support and hopefully in a year or so they can get them better housing.  

We are still seeking a temporary sponsor for about 2 or 3 years to help with schooling until Rejan and Franswas can support the family in its entirety.  
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2. Samuel Germain – Born 11 Feb 1997.  Lives with Mom.  

Samuel lives with his mom Vierjeline who is 38, 3 brothers 16, 5, and 4, and 1 sister who is 10, an uncle and his grandpa.  His dad has abandoned the family.  His mom had a small business selling chickens but it was all stolen in Gran Riviere du Nord.  This happened about July, 2010.  Now they rely on charity because she doesn’t have the money to start over.  The older brother is an artist but can’t afford to buy paints and stuff.  They stuff 8 people into one room as shown on the picture to your right.  
Samuel was in school last year (2009-2010) but has no $ for school now for 2010-11.  The kids are going to school now but they owe tuition and currently have no ability to pay.  Samuel wants to be a preacher when he grows up.  
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3. Datsley Dieudonne – Born 1995.  Lives with mom.

Datsley’s dad is dead.  He lives in 12 X 12 room with his mom and his siblings:   Ludensky (5) and Ludberly (3) in front in the picture.  Starting at the back left we have Ludnyael (8), Marilyn (9), Datsley (15), mom, Dadlwe (37), and Laughina (11).  Most of them sleep on the floor.  His mom supports the family by reselling clothes.  Obviously it’s not enough to feed the whole family.  Schooling is also a major issue and where temporary support is needed.  We are also looking to start them in a small business.



4. Peterson Toussaint – Born October 15, 1993.  Lives with Mom.

Peterson’s dad is dead.  He lives with Youseline Victor, his mom (sometimes) and his 16 y/o sister Jenniflo.  Mom comes and goes to work in the DR, which is how she supports the family buying and selling sugar cane.  She comes back a-periodically to see how the kids are doing and help them out.  While this is unusual, she has not abandoned the family.  Peterson has completed 7th grade but right now (November, 2010), can’t go further because there is no money for school.  With his mom still working, we are trying to find Peterson temporary support for school.



5. Manno Calixte – Born 8 March 1995.  Lives with Dad and Mom.

Manno lives with his dad Edner Calixte who is 35, and his mom Junie who is 33.  Manno is the oldest and he has 3 brothers and no sisters.  Manno goes to the orphanage school and is in the 6th grade as of this November, 2010 writing.  He attends the Petite Anse Church of Christ.
Neither Manno’s dad or mom has any work.  We need to give Manno’s dad a $1000H grant to start a small business and maybe some more help – temporary – for the kids’ school.

They have also taken in family refugees from the earthquake who also need help.
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6. Aland Jean – November,1998.  Lives with Mom.
Aland’s dad left when he was 8.  He never sees him so he lives with his mom Larose Diverne who is 50, 4 sisters, 21, 22, 24, 30, and no brothers.  He attends the Petite Anse Church of Christ.
The oldest sister has a husband and baby.  Aland has never been to school.  The family is supported by an older brother who helps feed them when he can, but can’t afford to put the kids in school.  
We need help in starting the girls in businesses of their choosing so that they can support their mom and Aland.  
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7. Tyson Simeon Peterson – Born November 30, 1997.  Lives with Mom Marie.
Marie is a widow and a member of the Petite Anse Church of Christ.   We have known her and her son Tyson for some time. Marie was a teacher but needs help with supporting all of her family. Teachers in Haiti make less than $100/month and the school she worked in closed.  You might be able to support yourself on a salary like that, but not 3 kids and 2 elderly parents.  Marie's 82 year old father Macien Josef, her 73 year old mom Mercia Samson, her 21 year old daughter Matali nan Michel who is in 9th grade, Tyson, and 9 year old Frances Simeon are all pictured below.  
           

                           


8. Antoine Piphane.  Born 8 March 1993.  Lives Alone.

Antoine’s mom and dad abandoned him when he was 12.  He was left with an uncle who subsequently put him out when he was 13 for economic reasons.  Every time I think of this I want to cry.  I know poverty can suck but to just throw out a 12 to 13 y/o kid who can’t help himself is just so evil.

So anyway Antoine has been raised by the neighborhood in Petite Anse.  He is a faithful member of the Petite Anse Church of Christ.  He has received help from us in the past to keep his room, pictured below.  It rents for $125US/year.  

Antoine needs help with everything, from food to school to clothes and shoes and eventually more rent.  He is a great kid and we love him very much.  
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9.  Doudy Joinvil – Born 17 March 1995.  Lives with Dad and Mom.
We have known Doudy over a year now.  He lives in Petite Anse with his family.  He attends the Petite Anse Church of Christ.  He is in the 7th grade.

His dad is named Rony and is around 50.  He is a wood worker.  As of this writing however, he is hospitalized with cholera.  Pray that he gets better.  

His mom’s name is Rosemari.  She is 45.  She sells peanuts and bread on the main road.  

He has 2 brothers and 1 sisters.  Their ages are 19, 14, and 13 respectively.  

While both parents work, they don’t bring in enough to put food on the table often enough and keep all 4 kids in school.  A small bit of help is needed to keep them on their feet.  We need to explore expanding Rosemari’s business so that she can bring in more income.  
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9. Ti Blan Bernadin – 28 Nov 1998.  Lives with Dad and Mom.  

Ti Blan lives with his dad Oger who doesn’t know how old he is.  His mom’s name is Edline who also doesn’t know her age.  Ti Blan is in the 6th grade and lives with his 16 year old sister and 11 year old brother.  
Ti Blan’s dad was given $1000H to start a retail business in September, 2010.  

Until the business turns a better profit, we are searching for a sponsor for Ti Blan and his siblings for school.  We expect them to need a sponsor for 2 or 3 years.
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10. Jakenson (Degol) Pierre – 17 July 1993.  Lives with Friend.
We have know Degol over 3 years now.  He used to live directly across from the orphanage with his sister Youseline, her 3 kids and grandma Juliene.    When Juliene died this past September, 2010, Degol was forced to move in with his friend a few blocks away.

Degol went to the orphanage school and was introduced to us by Murelle, the school principal.  It was she that recommended we seek help for the family.  Degol has finished 6th grade.  His academic skills are marginal at best.  Degol enjoys masonry.  We are searching for help for him to become an apprentice to an established mason or go to mason school (the apprenticeship is preferred).  We also need to find him enough money to live on while he completes his academic/apprentice endeavors.

Degol is a great kid.  We love him very much.  
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11. Mateli Jan Fritz.  Born 1996.  Lives with Great Uncle.
Mateli parents are dead and he and his two younger sisters, age 6 and 4, live with their great uncle Geraj Jan, who is 64, and his son Ti Roro who is 33.  Geraj Jan is too old to work much and Ti Roro (not pictured) can’t find anything.  Mateli attends church with his great uncle.  He has never been to school.
The 5 of them live together in Petite Anse in a one room shack that is barely 8’x 8’.  Just seeing it makes you want to cry and take them someplace else, especially the two little girls.  

We need to give Ti Roro a grant to start a business to get the family going.  We also need to make sure he takes care of the kids along with his dad for however long it’s necessary.  Eventually we would like to get them into a better place too.  
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12. Jonas Sanvil.  Born 1997.  Lives with Dad and Mom.

Jonas and his family are one of those enigmas wrapped in a mystery.  Seriously.  Bob has known Jonas for close to 2 years now.  Jonas is a very needy kid emotionally.  Bob has also known the whole family, including his dad Jackson who is 43 and his mom Cecile who is 40 for a period of time too, and finds them to be less than honest.  However, the need is most assuredly there for Jonas and the entire family.

Jonas has not been to school in some time, although he did attend it and would be in the 5th grade.  Right now, his dad supports the family by working as a motorcycle taxi driver.  He claims he makes about $50H/week.  That would not be enough to support a family here.

Jonas is a member of the Petite Anse Church of Christ.  He was baptized earlier this year (2010).  Help for Jonas would need to be help for his school but could not be given to his parents.  Bob would have to supervise all aspects of his support including sending someone trustworthy to get Jonas’ uniform, shoes, and books for school.  The cost on this would average about $40US/month.  
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13. Marie, Smith, Carlo, Dilanj
This is Marie with her sons Smith (18) and Carlo (20) and daughter Dilanj (13).  Marie is formerly known as the bed lady.  When I was at the orphanage, she asked us for a bed so she and her daughter could sleep on something besides the floor.  The orphanage kids chipped in and bought her and Dilanj a bed.  


Here she is pictured with her family.  They can't afford school right now and subsist on the kindness of the church.  They now have 2 beds, but only one has a mattress.  The other one you see is just foam.  I think the 2 boys share that one.

Because she has anemia, Marie is not very strong lady but she tries.  Her husband abandoned the family some years ago.  It's always a blessing to give her some money so she can feed the family for at least a couple of days.  I just wish we could do more.
            

                 


14. Bridj – Born 1990.  Lives with Mom.

   

  


This is the family of 15 year old Linda, 22 year old Sandra (not pictured), 17 year old Natashia (not pictured), 19 year old Bridj (pictured with me below), Suzan (the 80 year old grandmother, who died in late November), and Janet (the 54 y/o widowed mom).  The 6 of them live rent free in a 340 square foot room provided by the church.  Right now (6/4/10), Bridj is receiving some help for his school and the church helps with food when it can, but that's not often.  The girls need help with their school and the entire family needs help with more food, clothing and toiletries.  

One could argue that Bridj, being the oldest boy, should quit school and focus on supporting the family.   The problem with that is that there are no jobs and without that diploma, he stands even less of chance of ever finding one.  Even if he could find a job ditch digging, it would not be fruitful in the long run because the wages would be incredibly low and there would be absolutely no long term security.  He is better off in school where he has 2 years to complete his HS diploma.  

15. Zagalo Givenel Jan Batis – Born 28 November 1997.  Lives with Mom.

We have known Zag and his family for a couple of years now.  He and his mom are members of the Petite Anse Church of Christ.  Zag is only in the 2nd grade.  
His dad is dead and his mom is named Emma.  As you can see from the pics below, he has a younger sister, Zagaline, and a baby sister named Jenniflo.  
This past October, 2010, we gave Emma a grant of $1000H to start her own business.  She goes to Dajabon in the DR and buy staples such as spaghetti and eggs to resell.  While it is a way to get her and the family on their feet, it will take a long time.  Therefore we are looking for a sponsor for Zagalo and Zagline for their school, so Emma doesn’t use all of her profits or business capital for tuition and uniform payments.  
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16. Lorenson (Joseph Steven).  Born 1996.  Lives with Mom.

Lorenson’s father abandoned the family years ago and he lives with his mom, Marie Loude Baptiste who is 54.  He has 4 older sisters and one cousin.  Altogether, there are 7 people that live in the 12’ x 12’ room pictured below.  The family is a member of the Petite Anse Church of Christ.  

Lorenson has never been to school and has little hopes of ever going.  His mom seems too frail to work, even though she is only 54.  That’s probably because life here is very rough.  

Right now (December, 2010), the family is in immediate need for $600H ($80US) for this year’s rent.  After that, we need to start the older sisters in joint business of their choice so that they can start to help the family out.  Right now, they are relying on help from the neighbors.  
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Families Not Needing Sponsors.          

We place these families here so that you can know of the work that is being to help support our brothers and sisters in Christ so that they can get on their feet.  Unless we say something different, these families don’t need any more help than what they are already receiving.
17. Emmanuel (Manno) Cimeus – Born 9 March 1996.  Lives with Dad.
Manno is in the 7th grade.  His mom and dad are separated and he does see his mom sometimes but lives with his dad.  Manno is a member of the Petite Anse Church of Christ.  

His dad is Esterlen Cimeus who is a 56 year old mason.  Also living in the household are 2 uncles, one blind, 3 brothers (16, 10, 26) and 1 sister (12).  Manno’s dad supports almost all but doesn’t work every day, only when there is work found.

Manno is sponsored by a Nashville family who are helping him with his school.  
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18. Jean Jean (Jovenal) Joseph – Born 18 Nov 1994.  Lives with Mom.
Jovenal is in the 5th grade.  His dad abandoned family years ago and Jovenal never sees him.  Jovenal attends the Petite Anse Church of Christ.  
His mom’s name is Makila Izrael.  She is 42 and washes clothes every Saturday for one family for $30H each week.  

Also living with Jovenal is his brother (21) and 4 sisters (19, 14, 13, 8).  The oldest sister has a 1 month old baby whose dad is in PAP and never helps with the baby.  
Jovenal’s grandma and uncle and aunt live next door.  Grandma helps with food sometimes, but not with anything else.  His uncle works as a $ collector on a PAP-CAP bus.  He doesn’t help extended family but does help grandma who then in turn helps Jovenal’s family.  
Jovenal is sponsored by a St. Louis Christian.
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19.  William Cesar – 22 Aug 1990.  Lives with bob.
His natural dad drowned in the sea while fishing when he was 5 months.  His mom lives in Bahon.  Pierre Michel, the former gate man at the orphanage adopted him unofficially after when he was about 6 because his mom moved back to Bahon and couldn’t support him.  Cesar still sees his mom.

Pierre and his wife kept Cesar in their home for about 14 years.  Just recently, in the late summer of 2010, Pierre lost or gave up his job at the orphanage and through a series of events that are not entirely understood, put Cesar out.  He had nowhere to go so he came to us and now lives with us.  He and Pierre are on better terms now but he seems to want to stay with us.  

He has finished 11th grade and has 2 more years to finish school.  

We will not be helping him with school.  We have however helped him with $400H in tools (August, 2010) and $800H to sell PAPADAP phone cards and services (October, 2010).  We believe his future is in small business.  

He was also told he has to start paying rent or move out in October, 2011.  While that may sound harsh, it is the only way we know to foster independence and get him and all of our souls into a work mode and not into a wait for Americans or Canadians to help me with money mode.  That is way too prevalent here and we need to resist and change it.
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20. Tchooby Delva.  Born 1991.  Lives with bob.
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21. Wilgemps Morancy.  Born 1989.  Lives with bob.
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22. Junior Jean Louis 13 November 1992.  Lives with bob.
Junior was found sleeping on the streets outside of the Lakay restaurant on the boulevard.  He is from Bahon in the mountains.  His mom and grandma still live there.  He has a sister and brother here in Cap.  His older brother threw him out for reasons we don’t quite understand.  So we took Junior and put him in with us.  He is in school in the 3rd grade at the orphanage school.  

Junior will stay in school for a few years if he does not fail.  If he fails one time, he has been told he must start to learn a business and that school is over for him.  We are doing this because he needs to become functionally literate and mathematical.  
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23.  Peterson Francois.  Born 1993.  Lives with Mom.
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24.  Wengeline Jardy.  Born 1993.  Lives with Mom.  
18 year old Wengeline lives in Petite Anse with her mom Claudette.   is 13 year old Jean Jardy with his, 12 year old sister Louisekam, 6 year old sister Briand Francois, 5 year old sister Ann Maklin, and of course their mom, Claudette Doi.  Claudette and Wengeline are members of the church and Jean Jardy has expressed his interest in getting following Jesus for all of his life.  

Claudette is a widow and the whole family is supported by an uncle who helps them with the basics such as food but can't help them with school.  Right now, they don't even have a Bible in the house.   

You should also notice the first pic of Wengeline standing in 3 or 4 inches of water.  This is the only access to their house.  The water of course is not sanitary but there is just no other way.  This is life in Haiti.  Also notice that there are 2 beds for 6 people.  I will let you do the math.  And no, calculus is not required.


    

    


25. Benson Dorval.  Born October, 1998.  Lives with Mom.

Father died in 2008

Lives with mom Lilane 32.  Doesn’t work.
Lives with 2 brothers, one is 14 (Jaklin) and the other is about 2 and has been sick, 2 sisters, 7 and 9.
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26. Junior (Abdias) Estimable.  Born 22 Dec 1993.  Lives with Mom.
We have known Abidias since our orphanage days.  Somehow during the summer of 2008 he adopted us and has remained with us for these last couple of years.  We still remember him in the orphanage tonel, assuming he was with the school somehow.  He was just there because he needed someone to take care of him.  

Azemyre Lubin is his mom.  She is about 50.  Her husband left her and Abdias when he was 3, about 14 years ago.  Abidas also has 3 sisters, but only 1 lives with the family as the older 2 are married.  They still live close to the family.  Also, Abdias’ grandma lives next door.  She is about 80.  The family does not have a business, they depend on charity only.  

Abdias has a sponsor in Nashville.  We will be working with them to help start a small business for the family.  
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27.  Fefe (ak Tchen, Diana, Jude) Fils-Aime.  Lives with Dad and Mom.
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28. Benson.  Born 1996.  Lives with Mom Angeline.

Benson is Tchooby’s ½ brother – same dad, different mom.  We have known them since about the beginning of 2009.  Angeline’s husband deserted them some time ago.

We pay Angeline $300H ($37US) each month to do our laundry once a week.  That is almost enough to feed the family, but allows nothing for medical needs or clothes.  

Angeline needs help with school for the older kids (there is a daughter about 14 who is not pictured below), and to start a small business.  Also rent will soon be due in March, 2011.  She will not be able to pay it.

We now have a NC and MI family tag teaming them and helping Benson with his schooling.  We are so b

29. Milonia Noel.  Born 1996.  Lives with Friend.
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30.  Nancy.  Born 1979.  Widowed.
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31. Laguerre Ose – Born 1996.  Lives with Mom and Dad.
Ose’s dad is Jack whose doesn’t know how old he is.  He sells medicine in the market.

His mom is called Yolette Elvirus and she also doesn’t know how old she is.  Right now, she doesn’t work outside the home but wants some capital to start a small business.  That is one of the things we need help for them.  We want to get them on their feet so that the mom and dad can fully support the family, including school.

Ose is a member of the Madeline Church of Christ and goes with bob every Sunday.

Ose has 5 brothers, one is 24 and the others are younger.  No sisters.  He also has one aunt, age unknown.  They need help with school for the kids and other living expenses.

Just recently one of the walls in their home crashed.  They don’t know why.  That is the picture on the right.  They of course don’t have money to repair it.
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32. Smakem.  Born 1995.  Lives with Mom.
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33. Linda David.  Born 1975.  Lives with bob.
Linda lived for two years more or less as a squatter on the mountain.  She is a faithful member of Jesus’ church.  She and her 8 year old daughter Mikaëlla were the first of we hope many families that we can find permanent homes for and get them on their feet.
Linda was given $1000H to start a small business.  She goes back and forth almost every day that Mikaëlla has school and selling small things for the home.  We will be paying her rent for this year and next year along with Mikaëlla’s schooling.  Starting in 2012, she will need to begin to assume some responsibility for her family.  We expect this to be a 3 to 5 year process.  
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34. Guerline Pierre.  Born 1983.  Lives with bob.

Like Linda on the previous page, Guerline has lived on the mountain for some time.  She was evicted from her home 3 years ago because she couldn’t pay the rent.  Her dad is dead and her mom lives in Limbe and is unable to help her.

Guerline and her 5 year old son Cheribin Louis were the third family moved into Jesus Country.  We will be paying for Cheribin Louis’ schooling next year when he starts first grade, hopefully at the orphanage school.  Guerline also will be given $1000H to start a business.  She wants to go to Dajabon and buy food staples such as spaghetti, tomato sauce, and other non-perishables and re-sell them.  
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The pics above show Aland and his family.  They have 1 room inside and one outside.  They have 1 bed also.





The pic to your left is after a rain.  You can see Aland standing on cinder blocks trying to get to his house.  The water there is filthy.
